6) The Inspection and Regulation landscape – Presentation by Peter Burkinshaw see website for presentation.  The forum will put together a collective response in relation to the consultation on requirements and wording used.

7) Tom Aldridge informed the forum that he had been approached by radio 1 asking for young people and families who would be willing to talk about the effects of substances.  If anyone has any nominations please contact Tom at the NTA.

8) Regional updates:

Derbyshire – currently looking at transition is now able to offer Hep B immunisations and BBV testing at point of treatment.

Bolton – Planning a big event on a weekend for National Drugs Week which will publicise service and raise awareness.  
Bury Rochdale and East Lancashire – In relation to the hidden harm agenda they are currently working in partnership with adult services.

Oxford prison – YJB publication is to be released shortly which will focus on family involvement of young people in custody.  The prison is also holding an event for national drugs week.

Wigan – New drugs worker focusing on alcohol and solvent use.  They are currently implementing tier 2 training in A&E and working alongside A&E to refer young people to the service. A pack is given to the young person at A&E and the referral is faxed to the young person’s services.

Trafford – Adult services have contracted an 18-25 worker as a one year pilot to look at transition and advocacy.  The findings will be reported to the forum next year.  They have two family support workers that are based within adult treatment services.

Salford – They work with young people up to the age of 22 and have currently developed a transition service and care pathways.  They have developed a pilot called ME2 in relation to Hidden Harm.  They are currently looking at were the best place to focus this work on children’s or adult services and wanted some guidance from the forum members. This led to a discussion regarding the needs of children.

Manchester – Have a family team that consists of 2 parent practitioners and 2 family practitioners, there has been a high demand for this service.  The service is currently rolling out there screening and referral toll across Manchester.

Bradford –Currently they are a virtual team and are hoping to be co located soon.  In Bradford there has been an increase in young steroid users.

Blackpool – They have secured 2 strands of funding in relation to families and interventions and are currently doing a project that works solely with adults from treatment services and their children.

Sandwell – There positive lifestyle programme has been very successful, with a high retention rate and aims to bridge the gap to integrated youth services.

Lincolnshire (Addaction) – Current vacancy for a transitional worker.  They have a prevention worker and an under 18’s arrest referral worker.  They are currently coming to the end of a three year pilot which has looked at young people and families.  In Lincolnshire cannabis and alcohol use is the highest and they have seen an increase in ketamine use.

Cheshire – Recently developed an A&E referral pathway and leaflet.
